Gary Borger:
“The Angler As Predator”

Every fly fisher is to some degree a predator — at least to the fish — and fish react to us with fear,
as they would to any predator. As a de facto predator, we need to recognize and utilize those skills that
minimize fishes” ability to detect us. In the club’s June presentation, our good friend and highly re-
spected fishing expert Gary Borger will use an informative and light-hearted approach to cover the
readily applicable skills that help anglers develop needed predatory skills that will help achieve success
on any stream or lake.

And this means understanding the way fish perceive us, both visually and acoustically. And
since light and sound behave differently in air and water, the fly fisher needs to recognize the differ-
ences between the way a predator and the prey react to such sensory input.

No one is better suited to lead us on
this journey than our brilliant presenter. Gary
Borger holds a BS (1966), and an MS (1968)
from Penn State University and a Ph.D. from
the University of Wisconsin-Madison (1971).
He is Professor Emeritus of Biology at the
University of Wisconsin Campus in Wausau
where he taught for 28 years. During his ca-
reer, he was presented with the Teacher of
the Year Award on two different occasions
and his achievements have been recognized
in “Who’s Who in Science and Engineering”
and “Outstanding People of the 20th Cen-
tury.”

He has been a fly fisher since 1955,
and, since 1972, has taught classes and lec-
tured internationally on all aspects of fly
fishing for trout and salmon. Gary has writ-
ten ten best-selling books on fly fishing:
“Nymphing,” “Naturals,” *“ The Borger Color
System,” “Designing Trout Flies,”
“Presentation,” “Fishing the Film,” “Reading
Waters,” “Long Flies,”*“The Angler as Preda-
tor,” and “Fly Gear.” Gary pioneered fly
fishing video instruction with his release of




“Nymphing” in 1982. Since then he has appeared in four videos for the 3M Company and, in coopera-
tion with the Federation of Fly Fishers, produced the environmental video “Where The Trout Are.”
His video production company has produced an additional 21 internationally acclaimed videos.

Gary was also a consultant on Robert Redford’s movie “A River Runs Through It.” He is a re-
cipient of the Ross Allen Merigold Complete Angler Memorial Award, the Charles K. Fox Rising
Trout Award, the Joan and Lee Wulff Conservation Award, the Buz Buszek Memorial Fly Tying
Award and the Lifetime Achievement in Fly Casting Instruction Award from the Federation of Fly
Fishers. In recognition of this work (and many other awards and achievements), Gary received the first
Lew Jewett Memorial Life Membership in the Federation of Fly Fishers in 1979. Gary is currently
working on a 20-book series, titled Fly Fishing, and is working with Hardy of England to promote
their excellent rods and reels.

We asked Gary how he got started in fly fishing, and he sent us this very personal memoir:

Fly Fishing is an arcane sport, and all who enter have their own reasons and entrance method-
ologies. Some “inherit it from their parents or grandparents, others from relatives or friends, perhaps
members of a club. My reasons were rather simple. | read about fly fishing in my father’s outdoor
magazines, and the idea of it totally captivated my young imagination. Though no one else in my family
fished, let alone fly fished, I was, none-the-less, determined to make fly fishing my own. | asked my par-
ents for a fly tying kit as the present for my 11" Christmas. They obliged, and I began assembling the
most extraordinarily ugly flies ever seen. The next spring | cobbled together some fly gear and began
fishing my crudely tied imitations. The first trout was a 10-inch stocked rainbow, caught on a Coach-
man wet fly a few weeks before my 12" birthday. That catch firmly cemented fly fishing to the core of
my being, where it has ruled ever since.

Bring gear in nylon duffels - sleeping bag and pads separate

e Liquor should be labeled and checked in separately

We will be traveling to 9,000’ elevation the first day and eventually to 11,000’ ele-
vation. Please come a day or two ahead of the trip to acclimate to at lease 7,000’
Drink plenty of water and limit the alcohol intake prior to the trip; Altitude sick-
ness can ruin a trip.

e Fishing equipment:
4-6 weight Rod and Reel with floating line.
7 to 9 foot leaders 5x bring 4,5,6 and 7 X tippet
Split shot BB and smaller
Flies:
e Parachute Adams #14-18
e Stimulator in orange #12-16
e Caddis #16-18
e Hopper #10-14
e Griffith Gnat #16-22
e Klinkhammer #16-18
e Glo Bug #16 Orange
e Wooly Bugger #8-12 Black & Olive
e Bring what you own already; there are many flies that work well
in the high altitude backcountry of the Sierra’s.

Itinerary:

*Day One: Meet at the Pack Station in June Lake at 7:00 a.m.,
when breakfast will be served. We will partner you up with a
horse to match you ability and then ride into the beautiful Ansel
Adams Wilderness. Our lunch and fishing stop will be beside
Crest Creek, where there will be plenty of Spawning Rainbow
from Gem Lake. We will then continue to our first camp at Clark
Lakes. There will be plenty of time to fish that evening for
Brookies in the four nearby lakes.

*Day Twao: After breakfast, we will take a day ride to Thousand
Island Lake and the headwaters of the San Joaquin River. There,
you will fish for Rainbow/Golden hybrids. Our emphasis is on
catch-and-release, After dinner, we will be fishing the Clark
Lakes.

*Day Three: We will break camp in the morning and travel to
Algers Lakes, stopping along the way to fish beautiful Rush
Creek, known for both Brookies and Rainbows. At our base
camp, you will have the best opportunity for catching large
Golden Trout. We will spend the balance of the day fishing near
camp.

*Day Four: The group will have the whole day to fish Algers
Lakes and find your favorite spot. You can expect to catch
Golden’s from 10-16 inches.

*Day Five: Fish in the morning. After having lunch at the camp,
we will return to the Pack Station, arriving at 4:00 p.m.

What to Expect:

e Check in time is 7:00 a.m. at Frontier Pack Train in June Lake.

October 15-21, 2017

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Trip Reports

2017 San Juan River Trip Report

This year, eight hardy members of the Club went on the trip to Fishead’s San Juan River Lodge in early
April: Jana and Terry Roznos, Lyman Kennedy, Tom Bristol, Paul Nakamura, Richard Wall, Eric
Kramer, and Brian Mayer. River conditions have improved again over last year. Most of the areas of
silting from previous years have recovered. Plenty of fish were to be found both on guided float trips
and wade fishing, but not nearly the numbers as previous years. As always, small midges and red
worms worked best (size 18 to 22). A new fly worked very well — ZigJig. This is a lead head jig simu-
lating a sculpin. Several color patterns were used depending on time of day and sunshine. These seem
to work both in moving water and in pools. This was a very popular fly for several of the guides.

There were a few reports of fish 20 inches and larger, including a couple of 22 inch fish. A good time
seemed to be had by all and many stories were swapped at dinner meal gatherings.

Flies That Keep On Giving

By John Williams AKA “Uncle Willie”

Good friends and flies are worth keeping, A good friend shared this fly with me several
years ago and it has proven to be a good friend, simple and easy to tie and oh so effective. Ants
get swept into the water and they become a treat for fish.

Sinking Ant

Hook: Daiichi 1120 #14 or #16

Thread: UTC 70 Black

Tungsten Bead: 2.4mm - 3/32 Black

Red Bead: Michael’s Craft Bead Bright Red

Legs: Centipede Legs Speckled Tan or Black
Cement: Super Glue

Slide both beads on the hook and place in vice. Start the thread behind the forward bead
and slide the rear bead down the shank and smear super glue on the shank and slide the rear
bead into position and wrap thread from the forward bead building a dam behind the forward
bear and keep moving the thread rearward to build a dam on the front and rear of the rear bead
jumping the thread over the rear bead. Bring the thread just forward of center and place a leg on
either side and tie in. Coat your thread with a smear of super glue and wrap over the tie in point
of the legs and cut thread close. This fly makes a great dropper below a hopper.
