Thin Blue Line Fishin% Class
March 21 and March 2

Want to test your hunting skills? Can you find places off the beaten trail where trout may
be silently sipping down their bugs unmolested by throngs of fisherman? I’'m talking about
finding those Thin Blue Lines on a map that hold wild trout. These streams are not too far
off the road, yet remote enough where few people venture. The fish are measured in terms
other than size. While occasional large ones surprise you, these fish are wild, wily, vividly
colored, and often fight as hard as their much larger brothers from the big rivers. And the
scenery is always beautiful.

This class will be offered on two successive Saturdays, March 21 and March 28. The first
session will be an indoor class covering how to identify fishy terrain on a map before you
enter the woods, how to relate GPS and topographic maps to each other, how to estimate
time to hike to your destination, and a few fishing tricks needed for these types of streams.
The second session on the 28" will be an outdoors practice session at Caspers Wilderness
Park. In this session we will apply the classroom skills to match terrain features on a map
and on the ground, and to practice plotting a cross-country course to reach targets not on
paved trails.

The cost of the class is $5 to cover printing of maps and protractors, please bring it to the
first session. You will need to bring your own compass and whistle. Our class space is
limited to 15 people.

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San Juan River, NM Outing
March 31 to April 3, 2020

Spring is just around the corner and we are planning another fantastic outing to the San
Juan River in New Mexico. The clear river waters of the San Juan are the jewel of Northwest
New Mexico just a short 14 hour’s drive from Southern California. The river is fed from the
deep waters of Navajo Lake which provide nearly constant temperature and abundant food
supplies. This means many large brown and rainbow trout with substantial fight.

Many of the club members have stayed at the Fisheads San Juan River Lodge [ (505)
634-0463, http://www.fisheadsofthesanjuan.com/ ], and the Abe’s Motel just across the
street [ (505) 632-2194, http:/sanjuanriver.com/]. Both have very reasonable rates and can
arrange guides. There are other accommodations as well. If making reservations at
Fisheads, please let them know you are part of the FFCOC group. Contact Brian Mayer for
full details.

This year, we are fishing on weekdays when all the kids should be in school and we won’t
have to compete with the local weekend fishers. Plan to arrive by Tuesday, March 31. The
general plan is to fish Wednesday, Thursday and Friday, April 1 to 3. These are the days
that you should consider arranging guides. | strongly recommend you get a guide for at
least two days to thoroughly enjoy all the fishing the San Juan Quality Water has to offer.
Check both Fisheads and Abe’s websites for details.

For those non-fishing travelers, there are several historic and interesting areas nearby to
explore. The City of Aztec offers some shopping for Native American products and an
Anasazi settlement to explore. Durango, Colorado is a short drive away as well with many
attractions.

We have generally gathered as a group for dinner each night, although there are limited
choices in Navajo Dam. We usually go to the City of Aztec (short 20 minute drive) for dinner
at the local Chinese restaurant and to Bloomfield (short 30 minute drive) for bar-b-que
restaurant. The restaurant at Fisheads requires reservations 24 hours in advance for
dinner.

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Fishing the Buckley Ponds
April 4-5, 2020 By Tom Niedzialek

Did you know that in addition to having a great
trout fishery, the Owens Valley also has a prolific
bass fishery? Well the Owens River from Bishop
south to Lone Pine has a warm water fishery that
most people are not aware of. While hunting
ducks along the Lower Owens River | have
personally seen bass and bluegill and while drift
fishing for trout | have occasionally caught bass
as an incidental catch.

Just outside the Bishop City limits is an area known as the Buckley Ponds. They are a
collective group of 4 or 5 ponds and are known for their bass fishing. | have been to them
but never actually fished them, although | have seen conventional fisherman catch bass in
them. |am planning an exploratory trip from April 3through the 5™ 2020 to check them
out. Please plan on joining me if you are interested. In addition if you are not interested in
fishing for bass, you can still fish for trout in the Owens River, so come on up and fish with
the club any way!

The planis to fish the ponds on April 4" and 5, 2020. We will meet at the Denny’s in Bishop
Saturday morning at 6:30 am. to have breakfast and then travel to the ponds. For those who
wish to drive straight to the ponds they are about 10 minutes out of bishop and the
directions are as follows:

1. From the intersection of Main (Hwy. 395) and Line Streets in Bishop turn east on Line
St. and drive approximately 2.9 miles to River Rd. (a graded dirt road located just past
the cemetery on your right).

2. Turn right (south) on River Road and travel approximately 0.6 miles to a fork in River
Road. Take the right hand fork for approximately 0.2 miles. Turnright (heading west)
following the well-travelled dirt road. Proceed a few hundred yards to the next road
junction and turn left (you should now be heading south).

3. The first of the ponds should be about 0.2 miles ahead. The rest of the ponds follow in
quick succession.

4. Toreturnto Bishop either go back the way you came or continue heading south until you
come to Warm Springs Road. At Warm Springs Road turn right (east) and head back
to Bishop (about 3 miles.

In addition if you stop at the Chamber of Commerce in Bishop (located across the street
from Schats Bakery) you can request an “Eastern Sierra Warm Water Fishing” map for free
and it will have directions on getting to the Buckley Ponds. Please plan on providing your
own lodging and meals, as most of us know there are plenty of motels and restaurants in
Bishop. Depending on everyone’s desires we can all meet up for other meals during the
weekend; however you will probably want to bring a lunch to the ponds.

The Buckley ponds are about 5 to 15 acres in size each (my estimation). They are probably
best suited to float tubing. Shore access is somewhat limited due to shoreline brush but
is available in spots. Since | have never fished them before and since this is a bit of an
exploratory trip | can’t recommend any specific flies for the bass. | will probably bring an
assortment of streamers, poppers and other standard bass flies and see what happens. |
will also bring an 8 and a 6 weight rod equipped with both floating and sinking lines for each.
In the event the bass just flat out are not cooperating on Saturday | will also pack my
standard Lower Owens trout gear for Sunday. If you are interested in attending this
adventure please email at niedzialek@sbcglobal.net so that | will know how many are
attending and how many folks to look for on Saturday morning at Dennys. | am looking
forward to seeing you on the water in Bishop.

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Fish Creek Outing

June 5 to June 7, 2020, Brian Mayer, Streamkeeper

Sign-ups are open for the trip to Fish Creek. This year, it will be the first weekend in June.

This is a camping outing to the Southern Sierra’s Kern River Plateau area close to Kennedy
Meadows. The areais inthe mountains due west of Ridgecrestand about a5 hour drive from
OC. The camp ground provides cold water and out houses only, but you will need to bring
plenty of drinking water. Nights can be very cold since we are at 8,000 feet in altitude. Most
people will be camping in tents; however, small camping trailers and motor homes are
allowed.

We will be fishing for small golden trout in small water creeks, so bring your small rods (3
weights and less). This is primarily dry fly fishing in sizes 18 to 24 parachute Adams,
Humpys, ants and beetles. If you don’t have small rods, this trip can be fished with the
standard 5 weight rod. A 5 weight rod will also work for fishing the South Fork Kern River
whichis close by. The fish are generally very eager, so this is an excellent trip for the novice
and experienced fisher-person as well. We will provide novices with advice and mentoring
with an experienced fly fisher.

Peter Koga Biography:

Peter was a true ambassador to the Club and to sports fishing. A certified Federation of Fly
Fisher caster, he was an expert in both saltwater and freshwater. He was a pioneer in
introducing Spey casting to Southern California and his fly tying skills and speaking
engagements were well received nationwide. He performed his tying skills as an invited
guest at Fly Fishing Shows throughout the Pacific Southwest, Colorado and New Jersey.

Peter served the Club as a Board Member at Large in the 80’s and as its President in 1993.
Through Peter’s leadership, he was instrumental in the development and implementation
of the Club’s current 501¢(3) Non Profit status. He helped implement the Club’s Troutin the
Classroom Program which has reached thousands of students as part of the County of
Orange Outdoor Education Curriculum. Peter was a key member of the committee that
worked with Bill Blackstone to create and fund The Bill Blackstone Foundation and was
instrumental in developing the relationship with Humboldt State to create a scholarship
opportunity for future students. Many will also remember Peter’s involvement and
attendance at various outings and activities for the club.

You have heard of Meals On Wheels, this is just that for trout. [ have tied many foam
hoppers before and decided to make it look more like a flailing hopper on the water
by adding more legs that will move independent of the hopper and hopefully entice
the strike. This one is pretty easy to tie.

Leggy Hopper

Hook: Firehole 811 Competition Size 10 Barbless

Thread: Uni 6/0 Rust Brown

Glue: Gel Super Glue

Body: 2 pieces of 2mm foam spray glued together color of your choice
Wing: Turkey Feather back coated with flexament

Legs: Buggy Nymph Legs color Hares Ear Tan from Hairline

First step is to coat the back of a turkey feather with flexament. Secondly with 3M Super 77 spray glue two
sheets of 2mm foam one side only, let set a few minutes then join the two-glued surfaces together, once
toughing you can’t move them. Let them completely dry approx. 2 hour, for both the foam and the turkey
feather. Cuta strip of the sandwiched foam 3/16” wide from she sheet. Cut a 3/16” wide section of the turkey
feather keeping the ribs of the feather intact from the stem outward. Coat the shank of the hook with a smear
of super glue and start your thread at the % point forward of the shank and wrap backward to the bend Place
the foam with the butt end at the % point forward and secure the foam with several wraps of thread loosely
at first then more strongly so as not to make the foam roll around the shank, wrap from the bend to the % point.

Smear a slight amount of super glue on the tied down section of the foam and fold the foam over and forward
and secure with a few wraps of thread at the % point. Make a few loose wraps back to the bend and back
forward to give the body some segmentation. Add a small smear of super glue at the % point. Tie in the Turkey
feather by the butt at the % point and cut it off just extending beyond the body. I gather three legs of the Buggy
Nymph legs and tie them in on either side of the body half way down the side at the % point. I gather another
set of three legs and tie them in at the % point

Just cutting off the forward pieces and leaving the rear legs, so now you have six rear legs and three forward
legs. Smear a slight amount of super glue on the foam that is laying forward in just the first 1/8 in section
and fold the foam back to the rear forming the head. Smear super glue on 3/8” of your thread and make several
wraps to secure the foam and it also coats the tie in point of the legs. Make a loose whip finish and cut your
thread. This fly will support a dropper if so desired.
